



We are now using My Health Record to support our residents’ care
To improve care planning for our residents, we are now registered to access the Commonwealth Government’s My Health Record.
My Health Record provides an online summary of our resident’s healthcare information. The system allows healthcare professionals involved in our residents’ care access to consented health information, to support improved care coordination and health outcomes.
[bookmark: _Int_VtQWhhhr]Most residents already have an existing My Health Record and we highly encourage you to use My Health Record as part of your care to our residents. 
As a healthcare provider you can view and access the following information:
· Medical History
· Current prescription and dispense records
· Blood test results e.g. iron tests, vitamin D 
· Radiology reports e.g. X-Rays
· Advanced Care Planning 
· Discharge Summaries from any hospital admissions 
You can also upload shared health summaries to a patient’s record to capture pertinent care information following your consultation. This enables our care team to understand the detail and outcomes of the appointment and plan their ongoing care. As the use of My Health record continues to increase, there will be more useful information for you, as the coordinator of resident care, and us, as their care team. 
Using My Health Record also means that other healthcare providers, including urgent care providers, can access critical information and we can work together to improve health outcomes for our residents.
